Sacrament of Confirmation 
Dear Parents and Guardians,
As we start to think about our further preparations for the Sacrament of Confirmation, we would like to share with you some important dates and information to help you to continue to support your child in their faith journey. 
The Confirmation Mass is on Tuesday 10th March and will begin at 6pm at Sacred Heart Catholic Church. The Sacrament of Confirmation is a formal Mass and children are invited to therefore wear smart clothing to reflect this. Children may wear either their full school uniform, or smart clothing of their choice. Boys could wear a shirt and trousers with smart shoes. Girls could wear an appropriate dress with their shoulders covered, or a top and smart trousers with smart shoes. Please avoid denim, trainers and sports-wear.  
A meeting for Parents will be held in school on Thursday 12th February at 5pm where we will discuss the final arrangements for the Confirmation Mass and answer any questions that you may have. At this meeting, we will share information about Sponsors and give out Sponsor cards. It would be useful for you to start to discuss who your child would like to choose to be their Confirmation Sponsor; a relative or friend who is baptised into the Catholic Church and is over the age of sixteen. Choosing a Confirmation name with your child is something that you may also wish to start thinking about. Children will learn more about the Saints in school and further research and discussion should take place at home.  
We would like to invite you to join your child at a Confirmation inspired workshop with your child which will take place on Thursday 5th March from 8.50am in the school hall. This will be an opportunity for you to work with your child and learn together about the Sacrament of Confirmation. 

Preparation for the Sacrament has been happening in school as part of learning through our Religious Education curriculum and additional sessions are planned to further support the children during the coming weeks. An essential part of preparing for the Sacrament is continued regular attendance at weekend Mass, which will help the children deepen their understanding and grow in their relationship with God. The Attendance Cards that were given out during the Mass of Commitment in December will be collected on the week of the Confirmation Mass.
