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Feast Day: 16th April

St Bernadette represents humility, deep faith, and hope. People did not believe her visions of the Virgin Mary, often saying she was “only a messenger,” which shows her strong humility. Her life is also seen as a symbol of courage and devotion, because she stayed true to what she had seen despite illness, doubt, and questioning from others. Many people also see her as a sign of healing and comfort, as the spring at Lourdes — revealed during her visions — became a place linked with spiritual and physical healing for millions.

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	Christmas 
We will reflect on the announcements made by angels in the stories associated with the birth of John the Baptist and the birth of Jesus. We will understand how angels are heralds of important messages and will be able to consider ways in which Christians today are heralds of the message of Christ and how this can have a strong impact on the world today.

In this unit, children gain a greater knowledge and understanding of the Parables of Jesus. They explore the concept of the Kingdom of God from the teachings of Jesus and ways in which Christians respond to this teaching today through their belonging to the Church.

	We will use our class book as inspiration for our own writing. We will learn key language and grammar skills to help us write a narrative action scene from part of the book, how to make a newspaper report and from our other text, we will learn how to write instructions. In Guided Reading, we will use a range of different texts to help increase our fluency and comprehension. 

Ongoing throughout this and each term will be a strong focus on spelling, punctuation and handwriting. Please help your child to practise these skills at home. Spellings will be tested on a Thursday and new ones to practise will be sent home after the test ready for the following week. This is crucial to success in writing. Spelling scores will continue to be recorded by the children in their reading diaries so that incorrect ones can be revisited at home.


	Maths
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	Year 5
In this unit, children extend their understanding of multiplication and division using a range of methods to calculate with up to 4-digit numbers, multiplying by 2-digit numbers or dividing by 1-digit numbers while dealing with exchange. Children continue to develop reasoning and problem-solving skills while interpreting remainders.
This unit is important because it further develops children’s understanding of multiplication and division and interpreting remainders, drawing on a variety of written methods and applying knowledge of multiples. It encourages problem-solving while also exploring efficient methods.

Multiplication and Division 2, Fractions 3, Decimals and Percentages, Measures – Perimeter and Area, Graphs and tables 
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	Forces and Magnets
Children will:
· describe the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the sun in the solar system
· describe the movement of the moon relative to the Earth
· describe the sun, Earth and moon as approximately spherical bodies
· use the idea of the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky
Working scientifically  
Ways of where we will work scientifically is by: comparing the time of day at different places on the Earth through internet links and direct communication; creating simple models of the solar system; constructing simple shadow clocks and sundials, calibrated to show midday and the start and end of the school day; finding out why some people think that structures such as Stonehenge might have been used as astronomical clocks.Top of Form

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	The Vikings 
Children will explore:
· Know where the Vikings originated from and show this on a map. 
· Know that the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings were often in conflict. 
· Know why the Vikings frequently won battles with the Anglo-Saxons.
