Sacrament of First Holy Communion  

Dear Parent/ Carer, 
 
As we start to think about the next part in our preparations for the Sacrament of First Holy Communion, 
we will be guiding the children to know what a great gift the Eucharist is and how this encounter will lead 
them to enter more fully into a relationship with Christ.

The First Holy Communion Mass is on Saturday 6th June at 10.30am. Please arrive at church by 10.15am. 
Each child will have one church pew reserved for the Mass. If you expect to require more than one, please 
contact the school office. There will be a celebration with refreshments and cake in school on Monday 10th 
June for children to enjoy with their friends. 
 

Dress Code for First Holy Communion  
The girls should wear white dresses with shoulders covered, white shoes and 
white socks. Girls are also welcome to wear white veils and gloves (gloves to 
be removed to receive the Eucharist). 
 
Boys should wear white collared shirts, smart grey or black trousers and smart 
footwear. Boys are also asked to wear a red Holy Communion tie (please see 
image) and red sash which will be available to purchase on your Arbor account 
at £5.00 each. Purchased items can then be collected from the school office.
